What is the entity being risk assessed?
Halesowen Town FC has a number of staff and volunteers who are predominantly on site on match day. 
The football club facilities included home, away & officials dressing rooms; club secretary office; laundry facility with washing machines and tumble dryers. There is a main social club with kitchen and bar facilities; a club shop; gents, ladies toilet facilities at both the Old Hawne Lane, Stourbridge Road end of the ground and behind the Harry Rudge stand and a disabled toilet facility at the Old Hawne Lan end of the ground.  There is a small bar at the Stourbridge Road end of the ground and within the Harry Rudge stand; there is a Board Room/Sponsors Lounge with kitchen and toilet facilities within the Harry Rudge Stand. There is also a small building utilised for selling programmes and 50/50 tickets and a stand-alone café bar selling food and hot drinks, and a sweet kiosk at the Old Hawne Lane end of the ground. In addition to the equipment store near the Harry Rudge Stand; a car park at the Old Hawne Lane end of the ground and a TV Tower on the West Stand opposite the Harry Rudge stand.  
The majority of the buildings are locked outside of match day (usually Saturdays and the occasional mid-week match on a Tuesday evening). All the buildings are alarmed with 24 hour/7 days a week security cover. 
Generally, only the ground staff who maintain the pitch have access to the football club (equipment store) and the pitch; alongside the individual responsible for laundry of the kit, using the laundry faciltities, outside of match day.

How was the risk assessment done? 
The Chairman followed the advice at www.hse.gov.uk/simple-health-safety/risk/. 
To identify the hazards, they: 
· We walked around the football club, noting things that might pose a risk. 
· Looked at www.hse.gov.uk/disability/ for advice on making the ground disability accessible.
· Looked at the accident book to see how previous accidents had occurred. An individual is assigned any actions that arise to ensure they are closed out in a timely manner. 
The chairman will review the risk assessment whenever there are any significant changes such as new work equipment, work activities or workers.
